Who is SVHSA?
SVHSA is a group of horse show enthusists dedicated to promoting local 
equine events.  It consists of a board of directors that handle all aspects 
of the planning, scheduling, and administration of the events.  Board of 
directors are hand picked and officers are elected by the board members.

What does SVHSA do?
SVHSA gathers points and keeps records of it’s membership as they show 
at approved SVHSA shows.  

What do you get with membership in SVHSA?
SVHSA will post the point standings on the SVHSA website, that will be 
updated after any event, and at the end of the year will have a presentation 
banquet and give away prizes to the top point winners in each catagory.

How much does membership cost?
Membership in the SVHSA is $10 per Rider and $10 per Horse.  Riders 
must register to qualify in the Equitation, Fun Show Equitation, Dressage, 
and Combined Test Sections.  Horses must be registered to qualify for 
awards in the Hunters, Fun Show Pleasure, Dressage and Combined Test 
Sections.  

How can I join SVHSA?
You can join at a qualifying show by filling out the membership form and 
paying at the show.  You can join on-line at SVHSA.net (PayPal available).  
Or you can fill out the membership form and mail it along with a check to 
SVHSA • 9 Mine Road • Lebanon, PA 17042.

What area does SVHSA cover?
We are currently open to shows in Lancaster, Lebanon, York, Dauphin, 
Perry, Cumberland, Schuykill, and Berks counties.  You do not have to live 
in these counties to qualify, just show there.

How long do we get to accumulate Points?
Points are counted from December 1st of the current year until November 
30th of the following year.  The banquet will be held in January of the 
following year.
